Assemblies expecting the District Master to install assembly officers in June please submit the form within the next few days so preparations can be made for the visit.  Thank you.
MEMORIAL DAY WEEKEND: Many church and civic activities are planned for the weekend, and many include requests for Fourth Degree Honor Guards. This is a special occasion to pray for our beloved dead, pay tribute and respect to those who have served and died for our country and to promote the Knights of Columbus by our presence in an honor guard.
STATE CONVENTION:  The delegates to the Biannual meeting in Duluth approved a budget of $1,500 to host a hospitality room to promote the Fourth Degree at the State Knights of Columbus Convention.  The room was utilized on Friday and Saturday night.  Including munchies and refreshments the total cost was $754.73. The Fourth Degree presence was good at all functions and I extend my appreciation to all who participated and to Guard Commander Ed Walker of the Father Pierz Assembly, the District Marshal, and State Warden for their leadership in these activities.
