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 FALL EXEMPLIFICATION:  With the fall exemplification about two weeks away registrations are starting to trickle in.  Some of the registrations include the money and registration form including names of candidates but lack the Form 4 application.  I suppose the Form 4’s are awaiting signatures and possibly certifications.  Faithful Comptrollers if the applications are ready to send please send them to me. So I can get started on the paperwork.  If you have the name, address, membership number and date of First Degree please send it to me via email. My letters of acceptance should be going to candidates and their names should be given to the program printer so they are included in the banquet program.

CANDIDATE ELIGIBILITY:  There remains confusion on the eligibility of candidates for the Fourth Degree.  I believe it comes from the hand book given to Brother Knights after their First Degree in which it states they must wait a year before joining the Fourth Degree. It may also come from the old Rules and Regulations governing the Fourth Degree.  (Blue Cover)   This is in error!  To qualify for the Fourth Degree you must be 18 years of age or older.  A First Degree member for at least six months prior to the exemplification and a Third Degree member in good standing at the time of the exemplification.

EXEMPLIFICATION PROGRAM:  The Holy Redeemer Assembly of Marshall has done an excellent job in putting together a program for an enjoyable October 16th and 17th weekend.  Friday evening you are invited to socialize and relax over a traditional roast turkey dinner.  The exemplification candidate registration will start at 11:00 am on Saturday concluding at 11:45am.  The Ladies “Joy of Giving” luncheon will give tribute to the First Battalion, 151st Field Artillery.  They are currently deployed in Kuwait/Iraq in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom.  The exemplification will be followed by a 4pm Mass with a Fourth Degree Honor Guard and the Most Rev. John LeVoir the celebrant.  Bishop LeVoir will also speak at the Welcome Banquet. In addition to your service to the Fourth Degree the exemplification also gives you the opportunity to drive through the agricultural heartland of Minnesota at a time of year when the beauty is at its peak. SOCIAL AND SERVICE BALDRIC:  There remains confusion within the District on the wearing of the social baldric and the service baldric.  The social baldric is part of the Fourth Degree uniform also know at the Fourth Degree regalia.  Many within the District consider the regalia as the wearing of the cape and chapeau, sword etc.  This impression is in error.  

Page 12 of the Color Corps Drill Manual illustrates the OFFICIAL REGALIA DRESS of Fourth Degree Members.  It is as follows:  Black Tuxedo; White Pleated Tuxedo Shirt with a Straight Collar with black Studs and Cuff Links; Social Baldric, black cummerbund and 4th Degree Lapel Pin.  Since this printing the Flag of Country is also worn on the lapel.

Page 13 illustrates the Official Regalia Dress of the Color Corps.  (Dress used in Honor Guards)  The dress is the same as that of a member with the addition of the Chapeau, cape, sword, service baldric and white gloves.  It states the Social Baldric is not worn when the Service Baldric is worn.  Because the social baldric is cumbersome to remove I suggest the following.  Unsnap the social baldric from the left front side of the trouser and snap it on the right front side of the trouser.  Your tuxedo jacket will then hide the social baldric.  Put on the Service Baldric and the Color Corps Regalia.  Following the Honor Guard remove the service baldric with the rest of the Color Corps Regalia and move the snap of the social baldric back to its original place on the left side of the trouser.  Jewels worn around the neck are current officer jewels only.  Past officer jewels are worn above the left breast pocket of the jacket.  They are worn above the pocket to allow space for the name badge.  (Refer to the illustration in the Drill Corps Manual)  A current officer’s jewel does not replace a baldric.  The baldric is worn in addition to the current officer’s jewel. I have noticed many Sir Knights especially Past Faithful Navigators, wear the “Past Faithful Navigator” jewel around the neck with their tuxedo.  This jewel may be worn at social functions when a tuxedo is not worn.  With a tuxedo miniature past officer jewels are worn above the left jacket pocket.
