	Faithful Friar’s Message

During this season we sing or say, “Gloria to God in the highest, and peace to His people on earth.”  Next year at this time we will sing or say (in harmony with the old Douay-Rheims bible), “Gloria to God in the highest and on earth peace to people of good will.”

Why?  Because by then the new translation of the Roman Missal will be in effect.  The current translation has been in use since 1973, but the Church has mandated a new translation more faithful to the Latin language original.

Interestingly, the King James version of the Bible translates Luke 2:14 this way:  “Glory to God in the highest and on earth peace, good will toward men.”  So whose “good will” are we talking about here, God’s or man’s?  

There is an impressive array of important Greek manuscripts and Fathers of the Church who come down on both sides of this debate, so you can make a good case either way.  Things got more complicated later on when Christians started debating faith vs. good works, Scripture vs. Tradition, predestination vs. free will, etc.  English speaking Protestants tended to go with the King James version, Catholics with the Douay-Rheims.  Since then, Catholic and Protestant bibles have ranged all over the map on this verse.

With the coming of the new English version of the Roman Missal, the Latin Rite of the Catholic Church is showing it’s preference for “people of good will” for use in the liturgy.  By doing so, the Church is teaching us that all the good will in the world alone can not save the world from death, hell and sin.  At the same time, all the grace in God’s good will won’t bear fruit unless He finds fertile ground in people’s good will.

God found people of good will throughout Old Testament times, such as Abel, Noah, Abraham, Moses, David, the prophets and the Macchabees.  Through them he prepared us for His ultimate act of good will.  When the time came, He knew He would find more people of good will such as Mary and Joseph, Zachary and Elizabeth, Simeon and Anna, John the Baptist, the Apostles and disciples to welcome Him when He came among us as a man.  Except for Mary, they weren’t perfect.  But they had a basic good will that asserted itself when they needed it and God wanted it most.


Be people of good will so God’s peace and salvation can find a home on earth when He comes today.
