Sir Knights & Ladies:


Our business meeting, March 14, 2011, was particularly productive, and I recommend you carefully read the extensive minutes, pp. 2-3.  

Everything seems to be spinning out of control: natural disasters, new wars breaking out, street protests everywhere, new scandals in the Church. Is it the end of the world?  Probably not, but there are sure plenty of opportunities for prayer.


Lent is, of course, the annual focus on refining our spiritual life, our prayer life in particular.  Of the four major parts (Pillars) of the Catechism of the Catholic Church, Part Four on prayer is the shortest, which is no indication of its relative importance.  It just doesn’t lend itself to the amount of detail treated in the other major sections.  These 75 pages would be especially good to read or reread before Easter.


The Eucharistic Liturgy is the most perfect prayer.  But further “Prayer in the events of each day and each moment is one of the secrets of the kingdom … to pray so that the coming of the kingdom of justice and peace may influence the march of history …(CCC 2660).


The world around us seems to be stumbling on this march.  Perhaps parts of our own life and of our friends and family are a little out of step as well.  
There are, no doubt, also many good things happening for which our prayers can be of thanksgiving and praise.


The very last section of the Catechism is devoted to the Our Father.  The Lord’s Prayer is truly the summary of the whole gospel (CCC 2761).  It holds a prominent place in the Mass, the Liturgy of the Hours, and the administration of the Sacraments.  It’s often one of the first prayers we learned as children.  It comes from Jesus Himself.  Let us pray as Jesus taught us.

· On Friday, April 1st there will be an honor guard for the Stations of the Cross at Immaculate Conception. (NB: Update, no Stations on April 1 at Immaculate).  A good chance of another guard on Friday, April 8 at St. Charles (Confirmed).
