Let us remember to keep Archbishop Nienstedt in our prayers.  As you probably know, there is significant Archdiocesan parish restructuring coming up, being announced in October 2010 and implemented over the next few years under his leadership.  The priest shortage and the hard economic realities of the day will require combining parishes in some form.  Even though such restructuring is practical and logical, it will be emotionally very difficult.


Parishes are much like families, and blending them may well be fraught with difficulties, hard feelings, perhaps even some resentments.  Elements of current Parish “cultures” will undoubtedly clash.  “We would never do it that way at St. Bruno’s.”  Families go back many generations at the same Parish, with all the marriages, baptisms, first communions, and funerals.  Some of these Parishes will be gone.  Good natured sports rivalries of the past may now be on the same team.


Fourth Degree Assemblies, including the Good Shepherd Assembly, can play an important role in this process.  We already function well as a blend of several Parishes.  We visit many locations for Honor Guards to celebrate Liturgies and other Parish celebrations.  We visit at our own meetings and get a “feel” for each other’s unique Parish features.  When we attend Exemplifications around the state, our perspective broadens all the more.  After all, we belong to One, Holy, Catholic and Apostolic Church.  


As Knights and Ladies, we can use our inter-Parish experience to help the upcoming transitions we will undoubtedly encounter in our own Parishes.  Everyone will be affected in one way or another. We can ask the Lord for the grace to accept what is difficult and for charity to reach out to others.  First be patient with the process, sympathetic with those having difficulty, and especially supportive of our priests who have to orchestrate the transitions.  Again, let us continue to pray for our Church and individual Parish leaders, with confidence that the Holy Spirit is ultimately in charge, with a fairly good track record over the past two thousand years.
